Mason, agreed and became the new Foodbank force of 
the Eastern Shore, continuing to feed those in need.  
 
After a few years, residents became better educated 
about the Foodbank and began to donate more 
products, food and clothing. With the outpouring 
of donated clothing, Jean and Cindy saw another 
opportunity to help the community—a thrift store. This 
would be a way to provide a resource of quality items at 
a low price and create an additional monetary resource 
so that the Foodbank could have an even greater 
impact on the community.
 

In 2005, after 19 
years of service, 
Jean retired from her 
years of community 
service through the 
Foodbank, but is 
again coordinator 
of the Onley Baptist 
Church Partner 
Agency. Her efforts 
are never ending. 
Charmin Horton 
became the Branch 
Manager and along 
with a staff of eight, 
continues the mission 
that began on the 
Eastern Shore so 
many years ago. 

 
The Eastern Shore 
Branch has grown 
to have 30 partner 
agencies, including 
two Mobile Pantry, 
seven BackPack and 
one Kids Cafe sites. 

 
We are currently distributing to more than 5,600 
individuals monthly through these sites, sending out 
more than 80,000 pounds of food on average monthly.   
 
The Foodbank on the Eastern Shore services the entire 
Eastern Shore of Virginia, from the Chesapeake Bay 
Bridge Tunnel to the Maryland line, including Tangier 
and Chincoteague Islands.

Without the volunteers at our partner agencies none 
of this would be possible. It takes a large group of 
committed  individuals coming together to ensure that 
no one goes to bed hungry. 
 
The Foodbank on the Eastern Shore, while a branch of 
the Foodbank of Southeastern Virginia, operates in the 
same manner.  
 
Fundraising and awareness are an everyday occurrence 
at the branch. We struggle with the economic times to 
ensure that those we serve do not have to go without 
food.  
 
The Foodbank is a part of several fundraisers and food 
drives throughout the year, to help support the growing 
programs ensuring that the working men and woman, 
children, and seniors of the Eastern Shore are getting 
the adequate nutrition they need to be able to sustain a 
healthy lifestyle.  
 
While we are separated by the 20 mile Chesapeake Bay 
Bridge Tunnel, we are one—working to alleviate hunger 
in Southeastern Virginia and on the Eastern Shore.  
 
“I would personally like to thank all of the partner 
agencies, volunteers, council members, donors, 
community partners and especially my staff for helping 
every day to succeed in our mission to feed those in 
need on the Eastern Shore of Virginia,” says Charmin 
Horton, Branch Manager, Foodbank on the Eastern 
Shore.
