In July, Darryl Tapp visited the Foodbank, taking a tour of our facility and 
learning the details surrounding what we do every day.  He was so moved 
that at the end of his tour, he presented us with a check for $10,000.  But 
that’s not all he did to graciously support the work we do.  Darryl also 
issued a challenge to the community.  With WAVY TV10 cameras rolling, 
he proposed a dollar-for-dollar match for every donation that comes into 
the Foodbank, up to $10,000!  His generous gifts to the work of feeding 
the hungry of Southeastern Virginia and on the Eastern Shore were heard 
loud and clear by our community.  Within 2 weeks, more than $12,000 was 
donated, and still counting.  Talk about a hometown hero!  

Attendees at the Virginia Conference 
of the United Methodist Church (UMC) 
brought in 4.5 tons of food June 14-17 at 
Scope Arena in Norfolk.  Pastor Jim Earley 
of the Walker Chapel UMC said, “We also 
encouraged folks to continue the sharing 
with their own local foodbanks across the 
state, as the needs are soaring and the 
supplies are down.”

Shred-It 
The first-ever Shred-it for Hunger event took place on June 
27th and was sponsored by PNC Bank and Wheeler Real 
Estate.  This was a day-long event, offering the Eastern Shore 
community a chance to learn about identity theft as well 
as food insecurity.  There were 2 Shred-It trucks on site to 
destroy any personal paperwork, as well as volunteers from 
the local PNC to provide identity security information.  There 
was also a chance to help those on the Shore who are faced 
with food insecurity everyday.  For 5 canned goods, you 
could have up to 2 medium sized bags or boxes of personal 
documentation shredded, right there on site.  The event 
brought in over 300 lbs. of food and over $200 in donations. 

Music for the Hungry 
Once again a sold out event,  July 18th’s Music for the Hungry 
was a success this year, with more than 200 tickets going 
to the public.  More than 8 bands performed in support 
of the Foodbank on the Eastern Shore.  The weather was 
great, the bands were spectacular, and there was plenty of 
entertainment for kids and adults alike.
