Originally created by America’s Second Harvest — The
Nation’s Food Bank Network, and administered locally by
the Foodbank of Southeastern Virginia, there are now 29
sites in our service area. We partner with local churches,

the YWCA, the YMCA, the Boys & Girls Clubs, Parks and

Recreation Departments, and community centers.

In addition to operating during the school year, 2/3 of
our Kids Cafe sites also depend on the Foodbank for the
summer feeding program, making it possible for children
to receive 2 meals most days during the summer when
they cannot access the free and reduced-price school lunch
programs.

On the same day as the big national championship football
game in February, our Big Game Day fund drive brought
in nearly $9,000 to purchase and distribute food to needy
families on the Eastern Shore. A special thanks to all of the
churches and businesses that participated.
